Mary Tavy Parish Council July 2015
The June meeting was held in the Parish Reading Room on Tuesday 16th June at 7 pm one week later than normal. All 5 Councillors and the Parish Clerk were present together with 2 members of the public.
The Chairman, Councillor Page, informed the meeting that he was in receipt of Mrs. Temple’s resignation from the post of Clerk to the Council and he thanked her for her service for the 12 months she had been in post. It was agreed that advertisements for a replacement should be placed as soon as possible in the Tavistock Times Gazette, the forthcoming Jubilee Group newsletter and on the Parish website.
Councillors were faced with an extensive agenda of routine business together with issues relating to the transfer of control to the new Council. While it was acknowledged that the financial aspect of the previous Council’s business had been successfully audited it was felt that all matters relating to the use of Council funds should be subject to review to ensure greater clarity. No cheques were signed as the Council is still awaiting acceptance of new signatures to its bank accounts from TSB bank. 
The Chairman was able to report that, despite the problems generated by a change of Council, planning site visits had continued with two visits in May and another scheduled for the 17th June.
Councillor Jarvis gave an outline presentation based on his investigation into the previous Council’s planned purchase of farmland for a cemetery extension. His detailed report which had already been placed before the Cemetery Committee was submitted for inclusion into the official records of Mary Tavy Parish Council. Many significant omissions had been identified in the purchase process operated by the previous Council and Councillor Jarvis proposed that, as a Council was expected to show it had operated with “due diligence,” that no further action should be taken until such time as all the necessary facts had been assembled. This was unanimously agreed. 
Councillor John Hill gave a brief report of the adverse level of traffic congestion and associated parking problems in the vicinity of our Primary School. He explained that he was, on behalf of the Council, assembling evidence and identifying a list of measures which could ease the problem. As this will require a multi-agency approach no further details could be given at this time. Councillors see this project as urgent but in the meantime all parishioners are reminded of the need to park and drive with great caution in this part of the village. All road users must be aware of the need to allow the free flow of traffic at all times.
